Re: Health and Safety School Store and Credit Union opening for business February 2021 Proposal
For our staff and students' health and safety, we have modified our school store and credit union experience to meet or exceed public health requirements with cleaning, sanitization, and social distancing as well as packaging and other operations.
Our employees and tellers have been virtually trained and certified and will be receiving further training in person. All Hawks Nest students have obtained their Food Worker Card and completed SAFE ME certifications.
Note – The Benton Franklin Health District has recently approved clubs and school-based enterprises in the Tri-Cities High Schools to handle cash and coins and open for business while adhering to health and safety guidelines.
Our routine and guidelines will include but not limited to:
Posting health and safety guidelines
All employees and tellers will wear masks and gloves.
There will only be one employee / teller in the space with one Store Aide or Teacher.
After each transaction, we will use sanitizing practices for all surfaces.
Our product mix is masks, pre-packaged snacks and beverages. There will be no prepared consumables.
Cash, debit card and check handled at both stores and credit union.
One student as line manager outside at the storefront during open times which may be limited to before school for a brief time and after school for a brief time. The line manager will ensure all customers are distanced 6 feet apart and approaches only one cash register.
This routine and plan will give students the opportunity to gain experience they have lost for industry employment.
